A nation’s wealth can best be determined by looking at its people. It is impossible to rely on any
one statistics. Economists define wealth as what a person owns, such as stocks and real estate, but
many people look first to their level of income to see if they are well off. Comparing salaries in
different countries, however, is like comparing potato and rice, because the salaries in each country
are paid in different currencies. Exchange rates, defined by the foreign exchange markets all over
the world, reflect the market's view of each country's economic and political situation. However it
is difficult to translate salaries by simply using currency exchange rates as the cost of living varies
widely from one country to another. There is something more valuable in looking at what salaries
will actually buy in each country. By choosing a basket of necessary goods and services and
calculating their cost in different countries around the world, we can compare the purchasing
power or "real™ value of salaries from country to country.

Scotland

Although Scotland forms a part of the United Kingdom, it has a distinct character of its own.
In area it is more than half as big as England. Its population is, however, only one-eighth as great
— about 5 200 000.

Scotland is a land of romance and it has had a most eventful history. The Picts and Celts lived
there before the coming of the Romans to Britain. Those Northern tribes worried the Romans so
much that the Great Wall was built to protect the Roman camps in the Northern part of England.

It was in the 11th century that the Normans began to settle in Scotland. Almost all of Scotland's
history is accociated with and reflected in many castles and forts that are to be seen all over the
country. They are very picturesque, having retained their medieval features: stern, proud,
impressive, perched high on arock or at a hillside. Mary, Queen of Scots, the beautiful Mary Stuart
was married in one of them, her son James (who was to become James | of England) was born in
another.
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And now some words about the Highlands. For centuries the Highlands were a strange land,
where the king's law common to all the rest of the country, wasn't even known, where wild people
spoke a language no one could understand. Long after the rest of Britain adopted modern ways
they kept to the old life.

In 1603 King James VI of Scotland became King James | of England too, and from then
onwards the countries were under the same monarch, though the Act of Union was not passed until
1707. This Act incorporated Scotland with England in the United Kingdom, but the Scots kept
their own legal system, religion and administration, centred in Edinburgh.

Edinburgh — the capital of Scotland has always been admired as one of the most beautiful

cities. Glasgow — its second city — always had a bad reputation. It was too often seen as a dirty,
run-down urban area. But no longer. The buildings have been cleaned up, the streets are tidy and
the people now take an obvious pride in their city. Glasgow was chosen to be the cultural capital
of Europe 1890.
Not far from Glasgow there is one of the most famous of Scotland's many lakes (called «lochs),
Loch Lomond. Scottish numerous valleys are known as «glens». Scotland is a country with an
intense and living national tradition of a kind only too rare in the modern world. It has its distinctive
national dress, the Kilt, worn only by men. It also has its own typical musical instruments (the
pipes, sometimes called «the bagpipes»), its own national form of dancing, its own songs,
language, traditions and education.

Animals in Danger

At present a thousand species are almost extinct because we hunt them or damage their
environment. Here are some of the animals in danger. The World Wildlife Fund is fighting to save
them.

The French priest, Pierre David, was the first European to see a giant panda in China in
1869. Today the giant panda is one of the rarest species in the world. There are perhaps only 300
of them left. It likes to live in bamboo forests, but these are slowly disappearing.

The giant panda can live for up to 20 years, and a big male can weigh 150 kilograms. A
new-born panda weighs only 125 grams and measures less than 15 centimetres. The female panda
is 800 times heavier than the baby at birth and the baby is 3 — 4 months old before it can crawl.
It is pinkish-white at birth without dark markings and the familiar black eyes.

Fortunately, the Chinese government now protects the panda, so it should survive. The
World Wildlife Fund uses the panda as its symbol.

The story of the whale has been another great wildlife tragedy. Some of these are the largest
animals that have ever lived. A blue whale can weigh over 125 tonnes. Whales are mammals, not
fish and they are highly intelligent. They send messages to each other over very long distances
with high-pitched sounds.

Whales are now in great danger because hunters have killed too many of them. Modern
ships and machines have made it easy to hunt these animals, and they often killed in a very painful
and cruel way. Some countries have agreed to protect the whale, but others have not and still kill
too many.

THE LEVI’S STORY
The company that makes the most famous and popular trousers in the world. They are made of
very strong cotton which originally came from Nimes in France.
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Levi Strauss was a German immigrant who arrived in San Francisco in 1853. First, he made tents
for gold prospectors. Then, he started to make trousers from the same material. In 1873 Levi’s
dyed the trousers blue. Levi’s headquarters today is still in San Francisco and, in 1993, they sold
50 million pairs of their “501” blue jeans.

The company was not always successful. In the 1980s, they had problems but they changed
management and in 1985 Bob Haas became President of the company. With large investment in
marketing and advertising, Levi’s relaunched the original “501” jeans. The campaign was a huge
success. In Great Britain the advertising was so successful that sales of “501” jeans rose by 800%.
Today, about 16,000,000 pairs of “501” jeans are sold in Western Europe and they are all made in
factories in Scotland and France. More than half of Levi’s profits come from export.

The factory in France employs about 540 people who produce 18,000 pairs of jeans every day.
With thirty-five factories in the US, the company is a major employer, particularly in the South.
In the future, they hope that more companies will allow casual dress so that sales will rise as office
employees start to wear jeans to work. Just what Levi Strauss designed more than one hundred
years ago — working trousers!

The Russian Federation is a Presidential (or a constitutional) republic.

The President is the head of the state and is elected directly by the people. He is elected for
a six-year term.In fact he has much power, he controls all the three branches of power.

The President can even dissolve the Duma if he doesn't agree with his suggestions
three times running. The President has his administration, but it's not part of the Federal Govern
ment. The President is involved in the work of the legislative and executive branches.

The legislative power in Russia belongs to the Federal Assembly. It consists of two
houses or chambers: the Upper House (the Council of Federation) and the lower House (the State
Duma), which make laws.

The Federal Assembly is also called the Parlament, but it's not its oficial name. Both chambers
are headed by chairmen sometimes called speakers.

The Duma consists of 450 deputies (one half is elected personally py the population, and the
other half consists of the deputies who are appointed by their parties after voting).
The members of the Federation Council are appointed on a different basis. There are two represe
ntatives of each subject of the RF (89 subjects).

Every law to be adapted must be approved by the State Duma, the Counsil of Federation
and signed by the President.

The President can veto laws passed by the Federal Assembly, but it can pass laws over the
President's veto a two-thirds majority.

The executive power belongs to the government, e.g. to the Cabinet of Ministers, headed
by the Prime-Minister. The Federal Government of Russia consists of the President, the Council
of Ministers.

The President appoints its head, the Chairman of the Government, but the Duma
must approve his appointment.

The juridical branch of power consists of the Constitutional Court, the Supreme Court and lower
Courts. The responsibility of the Constitutional Court is to analyse the new laws to make sure
they correspond to the laws of the state.

The Constitutional Court has the right to declare actions of the President, the Federal Assembly
and the Federal Government unconstitutional.

The Supreme Court is the highest instance for civil and criminal cases.
